4. The nominating person must be a current member of the RCN.

5. The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

6. The £200 prize money can be used at the discretion of the winners.

7. Members of the Occupational Health Wales committee are not eligible for nomination as they judge the awards.
